VINEMONT HIGH SCHOOL BAND POLICIES AND GRADING PROCEDURES

Pride-  The Vinemont Band is an organization built on Pride and we have a tradition that we can be very proud of. This sheet is designed to give you the do’s and don’ts and to help you understand why we do things the way we do. The #1 reason we do everything we do is to continue the proud traditions of the Vinemont Band and represent our school and community well. 

Travel-  When the band travels to a game, contest or any other location all members must ride to the location on the bus. Occasionally we will allow students to check out after the performance is complete. Students will only be allowed to sign out with a parent or legal guardian. NO EXCEPTIONS!  This is for the safety and protection of all members of the band. 

Conduct-  As a band member you are expected to represent the band proudly at all events. Your conduct should be that of a young lady or gentleman at all times. Be polite, kind and courteous to all people. The normal school code of conduct and discipline ladder shall apply to all band activities including those outside normal school hours or off school grounds. When you wear the uniform you represent all of us so go above and beyond what is expected.

Uniform-  The uniform is what sets us apart as a group of elite performers. The uniform should always be worn in full when out in public except for special circumstances as instructed by the band director. Students are not allowed to eat in uniform. You will be given a drink after halftime at football games and water will be available during the game. Uniforms are designed to make everyone look the same, in fact that is the very definition of the word uniform. With that in mind all hair must be pulled up, no colorful ribbons in the hair, no earrings or jewelry, and no nail polish. Solid white socks must always be worn and should be calf length at least. When hats are worn all members wear the hat or all members do not. Gloves must be purchased from the director for those players requiring gloves. All shoes should be clean and polished before every performance. Be proud of your uniform.
Attendance-  Band is not a class that allows for make up work. It is important for every person to be at every rehearsal. We all depend on each other. However it is understandable that sometimes you may become ill or have an emergency. The policy for excused and unexcused absences will be as follows. 

Excused- Illness verified by a note from a Doctor

                Death in the Family

                Unusual circumstances verified by a note from a parent such as sickness not requiring a Doctor but serious enough to cause absence, family emergency, any absence arranged prior with the director and determined to be excused. Appointments will only be considered excused for rehearsals if the director is notified in writing two weeks prior to the appointment. 
A phone call, note, email or voice mail is required before any absence for it to be considered excused with the exception of emergency situations.

Unexcused- for each unexcused absence from a rehearsal a student will be lowered 10 points on their participation grade.  After 2 unexcused absences a student will be benched for the next performance. 3 Unexcused tardies are equal to one unexcused absence. For an unexcused absence from a performance the student will receive a ZERO for that performance and the participation grade will be lowered 25 points. Any performance that is being judged will be counted 3 times.

Please make every effort to avoid conflicts in scheduling and to keep the director informed about any absence.

Grading-  Grading for the band will be as follows

There shall be 3 categories
Playing- Grades will be given for passing off music at the appointed time

Performance- All students receive a 100 for every performance attended and a ZERO for an unexcused missed performance. Excused absences for a performance will be rarely granted. Judged contests will be counted 3 times.

Participation- Based on attendance and participation in all rehearsals. This grade will be based on the tick book records. 

Grades will be weighted differently each grading period as the number of performances is not the same in every grading period.

All in all the goal of the band program is to help teach students responsibility while having fun making music and friends. We should think of it as a commitment and obligation to each other as a band family. Always keep us informed and be where you are supposed to be doing what you are supposed to do and we will be in store for a great year.
